With the onset of winter, our homes become even more buttoned up. It has been drummed into our heads to make sure
no cold or warm air escapes from the house.  Unfortunately, this can be very detrimental to your health. Through many
different studies, it has been found that the air inside is MUCH more polluted than the outside air. Many things con-
tribute to this problem. Here are some ideas to help clean up your home.

1. Do not use dangerous pesticides inside.  Many are poisonous and linger for a long time. That means you are
breathing them or being exposed to them for the same amount of time.

Be sure to ven-
tilate and try to purchase items with lesser amounts of formaldehyde.

Since most of us spend 90% of our time indoors, providing a safe environment will aid in reducing the health effects of
the pollutants. These health effects can include asthma, eye and respiratory irritation, nausea, dizziness, headache, fatigue
and much more. If you or a family member are experiencing any symptoms, open a window, cut down on chemical use,
check your major appliances and take those walks in the park. We need you happy and healthy and enjoying our pro-
grams and parks.
